It’s almost summertime, and the longer days present us with a good opportunity to reflect on the faithful 
stewardship of time, perhaps our most precious resource. In our modern culture, it is easy to become 
overscheduled and overcommitted in a way that makes it very difficult to set aside time to nurture our most 
important relationships. 
 
This month, try to find some time to sit down and take a prayerful inventory of your weekly schedule. Think 
about the amount of time that you are devoting to worship, prayer, study, and service. Also, remember to 
consider the time spent being attentive to family and friends as well as the time spent catching up with 
yourself. This exercise shouldn’t be a burden. Instead, you should undertake it as an opportunity to be 
mindful of your schedule in a way that can lead to more intentional and faithful stewardship of each moment.

Slow Food: Stewardship of Your Time and Table 
The Slow Food movement offers a refreshing alternative to our fast food nation. Founded in Italy in 1986, 
the Slow Food philosophy values food that is good, clean, and fair. Slow Foodies believe that the food we 
eat should taste good; that it should be produced in a clean way that does not harm the environment, animal 
welfare or our health; and that food producers should receive fair compensation for their work.  
 
In pursuit of these goals, Slow Food encourages consumers to choose fresh, seasonal produce and to 
attentively prepare meals that can be shared in a spirit of abundance and gratitude. Careful selection, 
thoughtful preparation, and joyous celebration of a shared meal are familiar to all of us who regularly 
participate in Eucharist. Although our weekly celebration of the sacrament is a unique experience, there is 
no reason to be any less mindful about the preparation and consumption of the twenty-one other meals that 
we consume each week. Taking the time find and prepare food in a way that demonstrates our gratitude for 
God’s abundance is an important way to exercise faithful stewardship in our day-to-day lives. 
 

Write a Letter: Stewardship of Your Time and Tablet 
A large portion of the New Testament consists of letters of encouragement and instruction circulated among 
the far-flung members of early Christian church. The power of personal letters and their importance to us as 
Christians are undeniable, but many of us rarely sit down to write a letter. We e-mail and text and instant 
message, but we rarely pick up a pen and write a real letter on a real piece of paper. Take some time this 
month to write a letter to a friend or family member. You’ll be glad you did, especially when they write back. 
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
